Sarah Fiddaman is a dancer, dance
teacher and Co-Director of Sydney-
based dance company, DirtyFeet.
Sarah joined Tasdance for the first
time last year for the Identity season,
performing in works by Anton and
Frances Rings.

This is Sarah’s first engagement with
Tasdance in the Education Program
and also her debut as a contemporary
dance choreographer. Sarah originally
trained and performed as a ballet
dancer in Germany. Upon her return
to Australia she delved into the
contemporary dance realm, helping to
create DirtyFeet and since becoming
a major part of the company’s
infrastructure, both as a dancer and
director/producer/administrator.
During this time she worked with
renowned choreographers including
Vicki Van Hout, Kay Armstrong, Dean
Walsh, Paul Cordeiro, Annalouise Paul,
Michael Whaites and Anton.

Sarah has been teaching ballet and
contemporary dance to students

of all ages for the past 5 years.
Highlights of her career have included
